The southern Appalachians provide one of the most diverse habitats for plants 

and animals on the planet. Life flourishes in the temperate and moist condi-

tions of this region where the ecology is elegantly complex, vistas are breath-

taking, and waterfalls abound. This class is intended to whet the appetite for 

learning more about this phenomenal place. Seasonal examples and observa-

tions will enrich our understanding of this area.  

 

The presenter is Jennifer Frick - Ruppert , Associate Professor of Ecology and 

Environmental Science at Brevard College. For several years, she wrote the 

column "Appalachian Almanac" in the Transylvania Times . She has spent years 

observing, photographing, and teaching the various seasonal habitats in this 

part of the world.  

 

Insects represent well over 75% of the multi - cellular organisms in the world 

today. The insect is described as having an exoskeleton, a body divided into a 

head, thorax and abdomen, six legs, many eyes, two antennae, and an over-

abundance of stamina. They are found on land, in water, and in air from the 

North Pole to the South Pole. Some make humans miserable and others are 

very helpful. We will examine all of these characteristics and more.   

After almost 40 years of teaching, presenter Dr. Don Osterberg  retired to 

Hendersonville, N.C. He is Professor Emeritus of Vertebrate and Aquatic      

Biology from The State University of New York, Potsdam, where he taught for 

31 years. His degrees are from Montclair State  University, N.J. (B.A.), Michi-

gan State University (M.S.), and The University of Ottawa, Canada (Ph.D.).

Class discussion will  

illuminate why these poets are still relevant today.  

These sessions will be led by members of the Seasoned Poets of the Blue 

Ridge. This group has been reading and writing poetry for 17 years. They are 

known for their readings at the Henderson County Public Library and welcome 

this opportunity to expand their audience.

The unspoken can change the world. When participating in social encounters, 

we use our hands, create different facial expressions, seek or avoid eye con-

tact.

Presenter Jelena Gill has been a keen observer of peopleôs speech and their 

body language in many countries, in several languages, and for many years.

He currently teaches at UNCAôs College for Seniors and has offered courses at 

Blue Ridge Community College and the Brevard Library.  
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The Blue Ridge Community College and BRCLL will co -host six Great Decisions 

lectures intended to promote international awareness of world issues by pro-

viding nonpartisan briefings and expert presentations on a variety of subjects.

With a choice of tools ranging from economic aid to military force, what       

are the appropriate yet effective methods that the U.S. should use to promote 

democracy?  

February 15 -  Exit from Iraq & Afghanistan, presenter Lee McMinn  

Ten years after September 11, 2001, the U.S. is winding down its military 

commitment in Iraq and slowly pulling out of Afghanistan. What exit strategy 

will help Afghanistan and Iraq build stable democratic nations? How can the 

U.S. continue to achieve its counterterrorism goals? What is the role of the 

U.S. in the future of the Middle East?  

February 22 -  Cyber Security, presenter Duane Dunston  

The securitization of cyberspace has caused a sea change for both govern-

ments and the private sector, faced with new threats, new battlegrounds,    

and new opportunities. With challenges such as international cybercrime and    

authoritarian control of networks, how will the U.S. and its democratic allies 

approach the cyber frontier? How does this new domain figure in U.S. strategic 

interests?  

February 29 -  Energy Geopolitics, presenter Grant Gosch  

The energy markets have been shaken by the instability of Middle East oil and 

the vulnerability of nuclear power. Moreover, developing countries like China 

are becoming bigger energy consumers, while energy producers like Russia 

see the opportunity to widen their influence. In this changed landscape, how 

will the U.S.ôs energy needs affect its relations with other nations? 

March 7 -  Middle East Realignment, presenter Tom Sanders  

The popular revolts and upheaval of the Arab Spring have radically changed 

the face of the Middle East. What lies ahead for the Middle Eastôs transition     

to democracy? What are the prospects for the governments that have held   

out in this new order? With many longtime U.S. allies ousted, how will the  

U.S. recalibrate its relations with new regimes?  

March 14 -  State of the Oceans, presenter Meredith E. Newman  

The worldôs oceans are essential to life on earth and are tremendously sensi-

tive to global climate change. What are the consequences of climate change  

on oceanic factors like biodiversity, sea levels, and extreme weather systems? 

How can the U.S. and its international partners address the emerging chal-

lenges to this shared resource?

We think of the Deep South and its coastal regions when we hear the word 

ñplantation.ò The reality is that scores of these agrarian estates were built and 

thrived in Western North Carolina and Upstate South Carolina.  Robin Latti-

more, historian and award -winning author says, ñI can count 30-plus surviving 

plantation homes around Rutherfordton alone.ò  

Enjoy a tour of Green River Plantation, which is listed on the National Regis-

ter of Historic Places and, according to Lattimore, the most complete plantation 

community in the area. Green River was built by slave labor in the Federal 

style (1807), with a Greek revival addition (1820 -1840), and then a center hall 

to join both portions. Green Riverôs 27-room mansion was supported by a 

smoke house, ice house, kitchen, stables, and slave quarters. There was even 

a school. Following the plantation house tour, lunch will be served in the Gate 

House.
